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ST. PETER DAMIAN

The Collect begs almighty God to illuminate our minds with His heavenly
light, so that the Lenten fast may not only discipline our bodies, but may render

our souls both contrite and earnest.

The Lesson from Ezechiel describes a scene frequently reproduced in the
cubicula of the ancient cemeteries. It teaches the docility with which' the soul
entrusts itself to the care of the divine Shepherd, keeps it from all danger, and
renders' it the object’ of his heart's tenderest solicitude.
